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	description: The school is located in a district town, although it is attended by many students from surrounding villages. It is located in a disadvantaged area for socio-economic reasons - our district is one with the highest unemployment rates, which is reflected in the school environment for students low interest, school absenteeism, inadequate parental care of children because of travelling for work abroad, etc. School is attended also by many gypsy pupils who lack any motivation to learn. The number of pupils with special needs who are integrated into our school classes and require particular approach of teacher and classmates has increased a lot. 
The school focuses on drama, foreign languages and ICT skills. It is open to new experiences and knowledge. Among other schools in the city it differs with verbal assessment not marks, which is applied to all classes in the first stage. 
Our previous experience with Comenius project was very good and had a strong impact on pupils and teachers. With participation in another international project we want to help other students to increase their motivation to learn not only foreign languages but also Science. We see a great sense in international cooperation among schools which leads to development of different skills of pupils. With this project we are trying to encourage pupils and increase their interest in Science, which now mostly belongs to non-popular subjects in school.
As the co-ordinating institution it will be the role of our school to ensure the smooth running of the project – that activities progress as planned, that good communication is maintained between pupils, teachers and parents, and that deadlines are met by all schools in the partnership. We will also design a Project Information Leaflet for all learners (pupils, teachers and parents) which will be sent to all partners for dissemination within their communities. With all partner schools in the project we will play an equal part in the development of all project activities and mobilities and assure that all learners (pupils, staff and parents) are given maximum opportunity to participate in all aspects of the project. 
	description: Meldrum School is a large rural primary serving a rapidly growing village population of increasingly mixed social and economic backgrounds.  As a consequence, the ‘character’ of the school is changing from a traditional village school to that of a city school.  The school has a dedicated Special Needs Base which caters for up to 30 pupils with Autistic Spectrum Disorder/moderate learning difficulties.  Meaningful inclusion and integration of all our pupils lies at the heart of our curriculum and practice.  We see European partnership activities as key to the embedding of international education and global citizenship within our curriculum.  We believe that a European/International Dimension will enhance school ethos – fostering positive attitudes, values and mutual respect; helping to develop the quality of learning and teaching for both children and staff, and encouraging closer parental involvement in all aspects of children’s learning and in the life of the school.  We believe that an international dimension will enhance the children’s motivation for learning and provide a genuine and meaningful focus for the development of skills. As with all partner schools in the project, we will play an equal part in the development of all project activities and mobilities; and are committed to ensuring that all learners (pupils, staff and parents) are given maximum opportunity to participate in all aspects of the project.  As the coordinating school in a previous Comenius project (Puzzled Europe - 2007-2009), we have agreed to lead our project partners in the joint completion of all relevant documentation e.g. partnership proposals, minutes of project meetings, interim and end of project reporting etc.  
	description: Our school is suburban, situated near the capital of Ljubljana.  However, the area of Medvode had a strong industry not long ago. It employed many people who came from former republics of Yugoslavia. They still have lower education and lower social status. On the other hand, we have many students from rural environment. They are also socially weaker.
Our teachers and pupils want to be engaged in European family. In the previous project, we met excellent colleagues from other countries and would like to continue with this way of working. Also, our students and their parents were very satisfied with the project and so they ask us all the time when we will continue with another project. Through this project we are particularly encouraged by students' enthusiasm for research, science and experiments. We wish to encourage the exploration and interpretation of natural phenomena, and inspire them as much as possible to continue their studies in science engineering disciplines.
We want them to meet different cultures, to become aware of the necessity of learning foreign languages and to be trained in the use of information technologies (ICT).
Our wish is also, that pupils from socially weaker families would get an opportunity to travel to other European countries.
	description: Our school receives pupils from 3 to 12 years of age from a neighbourhood consisting of families that work mostly in industry or in public services. The age range of our parents is from 30 – 45.  About 60% of families come from a rural area.  We have many pupils belonging to minority groups such as gypsies and migrants.  We also have pupils with special needs.
The participation of our school in an earlier project with the group that integrates this new project encourages us to continue this European projection of our school. Morover the previous European experience was valued by the entire school community -parents, students and teachers- with a very high degree of satisfaction.
The obligation to use new technology and foreign languages in real situations is an added value for these kind of projects, which fits well with the innovative nature of our school.
Knowledge of other cultures that are part of Europe remains a very important goal for our school, especially when it is based on knowledge sharing and ways of working of the various schools in different countries, something essential to a bilingual school as ours is. 
	description: Our college is located in a rural town of about 3,000 inhabitants in south-western France. The social, cultural and professional difficulties of the families of this region generate a significant educational deficit, highlighted by the national assessments in math and French. A certain fatalism has settled and a real lack of ambition of the families for their children engenders little desire to move towards long-term studies. The college has 400 students, the languages taught are English, Spanish, Italian and an introduction to the regional language Occitan. 
The axes of the educational project of the school are: 
 Influence, even modestly, social reproduction, helping students, families and teachers to enroll in a counseling and informed choice. 
 Use new technologies across the institution. 
 Working with the student's ability to succeed, to acquire the common base, recognizing, accompanying and intensifying the work of individual pupils in and outside the classroom 
A  cultural opening and educational activities, to health and citizenship complement our school project. 
It can be seen that the Comenius project fully meets the goals and ambitions that we set with the school project. It is hoped: 
 That linking with students from different European countries our students come out of their cultural isolation 
 That scientific activities , put them into questioning and thinking beyond school hours 
 That they give meaning to learning and they build the answers to their questions 
 That students acquire skills in using new media. 
 That students choose an orientation towards scientific studies  

	description: "Regina Maria" School, that in November 2009 celebrated its 80th anniversary, is a prestigious secondary school in Sibiu, the Romanian town which in 2007 was one of the European Capital of Culture. Our school aims at the integration in the European dimension carrying on the fruitful tradition to the modern civilization. It is  located on a seaside resource on the Tirrean Sea, Marina di Carrara, in the  Massa Carrara district, in the north west of Tuscany.
The Institution is located in a socio-economically disavantaged area, because of an industrial crisis which involves most of the economic activities of the area. The main local economic resourse , which has resented of the actual crisis so far, is the escavation  and working  of white marble from the quarries located in the Apuan Alps. The update economic crisis has also touched that sector.
The school  serves a large   population of increasingly mixed social and economic backgrounds: there are pupils with learning difficulties and  children of migrants  from East Europe,  Carribean  countries.

There is a need to make science more attractive to pupils and to provide teachers with a range of teaching techniques and approaches that will support and encourage the teaching of every day science.  It is also important that parents recognise the value and importance of science education.  To this end, the role of parents in working alongside teachers and pupils in planning, delivering and evaluating learning activities and experiences will be encouraged across the partnership.
	objectives: The principal aim of our partnership is as follows: 
Through transnational partnership, we aim to raise the profile, relevance and importance of science within our learning communities (our pupils, teachers and parents). 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	europeanAddedValue: In delivering learning and teaching through a European context, we aim to bring communities closer together, develop a European identity within our communities and develop a culture and understanding that lifelong learning can not only be developed but enhanced through partnership working and the use of technologies to transcend national boundaries.  Through a focus on science education we seek to promote intercultural dialogue and multilateral cooperation.  The project will include pupils from different races and of different cultural/ethnic backgrounds e.g. refugee families from the Former Republic of Yugoslavia in the Slovenian school, travelling/gypsy families in the Spanish and Slovak schools and East European mobile worker families in the Scottish school. 	participantsInvolvement: The success of the project will depend upon the active involvement and participation of pupils, teachers and parents in all aspects of partnership working.  
All schools plan to each have 2 pupils participate in project mobilities.  A key aspect of the children's participation in project meetings will be their presentation of work undertaken within each school between mobilities.  These presentations will be delivered to all attending staff and pupils in the native language.  The presentations (and a translation in English) will subsequently be shared with all communities through the project web site.  In addition, pupils in all schools will be actively involved responsive planning - learning, in collaboration with their teachers, to contribute to the direction and content of project activities. In terms of project evaluation, all participating pupils will contribute individual 'Learning Logs'.  Responses will be collated, published on the project web site and made available to all school communities through the quarterly project newsletter and individual school correspondence with pupils/parents/community.  
Teachers participating in project activities will be given instruction in the use of the eTwinning workspace and project wiki.  This will enable staff across the partnership to work collaboratively - sharing lesson plans, resources, evaluations of activities/lessons delivered.  Staff will also participate in the four surveys to be carried out over the life of the project, and contribute to the Learning Log evaluations at the end of each year of partnership working.  Parents will also be trained in the use of the eTwinning workspace and project wiki to enable them to contribute fully to the work of the project; will work collaboratively with pupils and teachers to support, plan, deliver and evaluate project activities and lessons; contribute to the evaluation of the project through the 'Elements of Science' surveys and project Learning Logs.
	integrationIntoOngoing: The concrete aims of the project as detailed in D3 above, the curricular focus on Science and New Technologies and a shared commitment to embedding Intercultural Dialogue and a European Dimension within the curriculum, are areas that all schools in the partnership are seeking to develop. We have ensured that our plans for the project fit well with i) the on-going work of the classes participating in the project ii) the curricular development priorities of all five schools.  The aims and content of the project correspond to, and compliment, the national curriculum guidelines and relevant curricular programmes of study in all five schools.  In addition, activities such as weather monitoring and eco garden developments will provide further opportunities for classes and groups not directly involved in project activities to benefit from and make use of the information/learning experiences developed through the partnership.  The 'Elements of Science' proposal  reflects a number of discrete priorities across all schools within the partnership and, as such, lends itself to being integrated into the on-going school improvement/school development process of each establishment, in line with local guidelines and national advice.
	evaluation: Monitoring and evaluation of the project will be a key part of our planned activity calendar - evaluation of progress and impact of project activities will form part of each project meeting: partners will use the feedback from each school to inform ‘next steps’ in our partnership working.   
Partners will evaluate the impact of the project in their own establishments on an annual basis using a range of evaluation tools and formative assessment strategies, based on each school’s current local and national practice.  
It is intended that staff, parents and pupils participate in the monitoring and evaluation process 
1) Through the use of pre and post learning questionnaires - to be devised by the French school 
2) Through the use of Learning Logs 
3) Through the use of the eTwinning Portal (shared work space) and wikis, where all partners will post reports and evaluations on the impact of the science lessons and activities exchanged between schools 
4) Through the planned input of our students at project meetings – all children attending project meetings will be required to give a presentation (in their own language) on the experiments/activities undertaken within their schools.
Over the life of this project, we will also use Responsive Planning approaches (Talking and Thinking Books).  These will be used within our classrooms, displayed within our schools and shared with partners at each of our project meetings to provide our communities with further information and evidence of on-going evaluation of the impact of our project activities on learning & teaching.

	dissemination: Dissemination of information within our communities will begin with a Project Information Leaflet.  Designed by the Slovak partner school, this leaflet will outline the aims of the project and be distributed to all families within the partnership.  Thereafter, schools within the partnership will take it in turn to prepare a quarterly project newsletter. This newsletter will provide an overview of activities undertaken to date, project mobilities, evaluations of learning experiences etc.  The newsletter will be sent to all partners for distribution within our school communities.  In addition, each school will continue to disseminate information regarding the project through newsletters, Comenius displays, school assemblies and talks.  Staff, pupils and parents will be encouraged to communicate, comment and share their thoughts/experiences through the 'Elements of Science' wiki.  Information will also be shared on our 'Elements of Science' web site, which will contain updates on project activities - our eco gardens, weather monitoring activities and topic specific experiments/activities (light, sound and water), links to all partner school web sites, discussion groups and relevant web sites. The project wiki and web site will provide pupils, staff and parents with online access to learning experiences (lesson plans, resource needs, activity outlines etc), pedagogical and planning approaches; opportunities for further collaborative learning - e.g. weather monitoring, development of eco gardens; and, through the collation of weather data, provide an accessible database of meteorological information for all classes/stages within the project partnership. Over the duration of the project, staff/pupil mobilities will provide all schools with further opportunities to promote the partnership, project aims and lifelong learning within their local communities, local school networks and education departments/authorities.
